Summary of Request and Rationale for Determination:


Mark Tarr seeks permission to sell the service of teaching an Emergency Medical Services (EMS) program for Des Moines Area Community College (DMACC). The students in the EMS program are primarily volunteer firefighters taking the course on a not-for-credit basis as a requirement of maintaining their credentials to be firefighters. Mr. Tarr’s responsibilities within IDE are completely unrelated to regulation of DMACC and all other community colleges.
