Summary of Request and Rationale for Determination:


Ms. McCulley seeks permission to sell the service of teaching GED (general educational development), ESL (English as second language), and ABE (adult basic education) courses for Des Moines Area Community College (DMACC).  These are non-credit courses for adult learners seeking to obtain high school equivalency diplomas or degrees.  All community colleges in Iowa, including DMACC, are regulated by the Iowa Department of Education (IDE), Bureau of Community Colleges within the Division of Community Colleges and Workforce Preparation.  Ms. McCulley is a consultant in a bureau that has no regulatory oversight of community colleges.  

Ms. McCulley further seeks permission to sell the service of teaching an educational methods course for Upper Iowa University (UIU).  UIU has a teacher preparation program which is regulated by the Iowa Department of Education (IDE).  Otherwise, this agency does not regulate UIU, which is a private postsecondary institution.  In her position with the IDE, Ms. McCulley has no regulatory authority over UIU or any other nonpublic postsecondary institution.    

Therefore, the sale of the service of teaching the above course will not cause Yvette McCulley to advocate on behalf of any entity, does not benefit or prejudice any regulated person or entity, and does not result in a conflict of interest per section 68B.2A.
